Basic Needs Counseling 
We currently have funds for rent, utilities, prescriptions, gas cards, and laundry.  We have been busy with helping peo-
ple with other needs as well, such as paperwork, making appointments to meet with their doctors, etc. 
Special Projects 
Our annual STEPS walk took place in Bath on Saturday May 13 during the Bath Community Expo.  Our goal was 
$12,500; $15,400 raised.  Team St. Thomas raised $3,800 of that. 
Community Navigation ï Staff are working with people who have Medicaid to get them connected with their Primary 
Care Provider, instead of going to the ER.  Staff and Volunteer Recovery Coaches (from our Supportive Living Program) 
will be assessing and working to activate people taking control of their help.  Our work includes taking the bus with peo-
ple to their doctor appointments, health counseling and helping people to overcome barriers to getting to the doctor and 
taking care of their personal health.  It has been going well and we are hoping to do more as we can.  This work is being 
done as an initiative through Medicaid to decrease ER visits by Medicaid patients by 25% by the year 2020. 
Classes and Partnerships 
We had a Making Ends Meet class in May.  We had 2 attendees. Participants receive a $10 Tops gift card for attending.  

We believe we had low participation this month as we did not give out as much assistance in the last two months, 
so we didnôt ask as many people to come.  Many people get their tax returns and the beginning of the year tends to 
be slower for us.  We are beginning to get busy again because HEAP is over as well. 

We re-started a Just Say Yes to Fruits and Vegetables class here at Turning Point  in May facilitated by the Food Bank 
of the Southern Tier.
