Wine was an important part of cul-

ture and faith in biblical times. The 

layers and nuances of meaning relat-

ed to wine in scripture put one in 

mind of a thoughtfully vinified meritage. Both the Passover (the central festival of 

the Old Testament) and the Lordõs Supper (the central festival of the New Testa-

ment) utilize Godõs gift of wine as a key symbolic element.  

 Each session will include Bible study and a tasting of wine.  

This series is open to the public and will meet at the church at 7:00pm.  

March 9 : Introduction to Israeli wines and wine in the Bible 

March 16: Donõt be like Noah: drinking in moderation 

March 23 : Passover.  A modified Seder dinner (with lamb) based on the Pass-

over feast that Jesus celebrated with his disciples before his death. This will 

help prepare you for Holy Week.  (no session March 30) 

April 6 : What did Jesus Drink?  Further discussion of what he actually drank 

and its relevance for us. 

April 13 :  Water to Wine. Discussion of the miracle at the wedding in Cana. 

April 20 : Old Wine, New Skins. Learning about how wine is made and stored 

and theological implications. 

April 27 : Be a branch. Both symbolism and real-life discussion of pruning. 

May 4: Deeper Meaning.  A thorough look at the Last Supper and the ritual of 

communion.
