            UTO has been in the vanguard in funding new min-
istries and grants for myriad causes.

ing over $2.4 million are disbursed each year. And while the 
grants given are still primarily for foreign missions, many grants are also given to 
parishes in the U.S., including St. Thomas, who in 2012 received the fourth larg-
est domestic grant ($53,000).
